2019 NUDGEE MASTERS CLASSIC Conditions

1. THE CHAMPIONSHIP:
The Championship will be played over 36 holes.
18 holes on Thursday 8 August and 18 holes on
Friday 9 August.

CLASSIC COMMITTEE:

A Classic Committee, appointed by Nudgee Golf
Cub, shall have sole management and control of
the event. The Classic Committee reserves the
right to:

fix and/or alter starting times.

in the event of bad weather, or for any other
reason, either shorten the contest or fix another
date/venue,

vary any condition should they deem it advisable,
reject any entry without assigning any reason
therefore. The decision of the Classic
Committee will be final in all matters and in the
absence of a full Committee, such members as
may be present at the time may give a decision,
and any such decision shall be deemed to be a
decision of the full Classic Committee.

ENTRIES:

The Classic is open to all male and female
Amateur golfers who have attained the age of 50
years, as at 8 August 2019, with a Golf Australia
handicap

The field will be limited to 108 players — should
entries be received in excess of this number the
higher handicap players will be balloted out and
their entry fee refunded.

3.4 The prescribed Nomination Fee of $80.00
($50.00 for Nudgee members) must be paid
when registering online.

3.5 When entering the event online, please comment
if you are travelling with another competitor and
wish to tee off at a similar tee time.

3.6 Visitor entry is only available online via the

Mitournament site, phone call, e-mail or in
person office entries will not be accepted.
Entry to the Classic will close on Monday 5
August, the draw will be finalised on Tuesday 6
August, once the draw is final there will be no
refund of entry fees to players who withdraw from
the event.

RULES:

The Rules of Golf as adopted by the Royal And
Ancient Golf Club of St. Andrews will apply,
together with such Local Rules as are approved
by the Classic Committee.

PROTESTS:

Protests must be lodged in writing with the
Classic Committee no later than 5 minutes after
the Conclusion of the player's round on each
day.

6. TIES:

In the event of a tie or ties for the Classic, unless the
Classic Committee determines otherwise, play shall
continue over such holes as the Classic Committee
shall decide, players being eliminated hole by hole as
they fail to maintain equality with other or others

until the winner is determined. All other ties will be
decided by the Australian Countback System.

PACE OF PLAY:

Each group must maintain its position on the course
with respect to the group preceding it. Any group
with a clear hole in front of will be considered out of
position. Penalties may apply. Expected 18 hole
round time is within 4 hours 20 minutes.

DRAW AND STARTING TIMES:

The tee sheet for Round 1 on Thursday g™ August
will be open online for bookings in both the members
area and the mitournament site, the draw for round 2
will be managed by the Golf Office and e-mailed to
all competitors on Tuesday 6 August. The leading 4
men and 4 ladies gross players will be seeded for
Round 2 at approximately 10:30am. Players shall
start at the time and in the order arranged by the
Committee. “The player shall start at the time laid
down by the Committee”. The penalty for breach is
disqualification. However, in the absence of
circumstances which warrant waiving the penalty of
disqualification, if the player arrives at the starting
point, ready to play within five minutes of his/her
starting time, the penalty for failure to start on time is
two strokes at the first hole, instead of
disqualification.

BALL:

It will be obligatory for all competitors to play with a
ball which is named in the current list of Conforming
Golf Balls issues by the R&A. PENALTY FOR
BREACH OF CONDITION: Disqualification.

. USE OF MOTORISED BUGGIES:

Players may use motorised buggies subject to the
course condition. If the committee deem the course
too wet for motorised buggies, the event will still be
played unless the course is unplayable. Please book
motorised buggies directly with the pro shop on 3267
5885. 2 day hire is $50, 1 day hire is $30. Payment
for the buggy hire is on the day to the pro shop

. DRESS REGULATIONS:

It is a requirement of this tournament that all players
must comply with the dress regulations of the host
club.

. TROPHIES:

Trophies will be awarded following Friday afternoon
play to the Champions and daily prize winners
including NTPs.

. PRACTICE:

Practice at Nudgee Golf Club will only be available
by arrangement. Telephone the pro shop on 3267
5885. Green fee rate will be charged at $24 per
player.
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
